OPEN ENROLLMENT PERIOD FOR INTRA-DISTRICT TRANSFER REQUESTS:

If you want your child to attend a school, outside your home school boundaries, for the 2010-2011 school year,
you must apply for a transfer during the TRANSFER APPLICATION PERIOD, December 1, 2009 to
January 29, 2010.

Parents must maintain a copy of their agreement as verification at all times. If you submit an Open Enroliment
Intra-District transfer request in December 2009 or January 2010, for your child(ren) to attend a school other
than your home site, a copy of the transfer and a letter stating your request was approved/denied will be
mailed to you on or before July 1, 2010.

If there is enough room at the school site and grade level for all applications, we will accept them all. If not,
then as mandated by the rules and regulations of the State Education Code we will go to a “Random Selection
Drawing” for each grade level affected. Students not accepted will be placed on a waiting list, with a decision
made after the school year starts to determine if additional openings are available.

on January 29, 2010
