Dear Parent/Guardian: 
 
 
 
 
Fontana Unified School District is opening a new high school, Jurupa Hills High School, in August 2010.  
This requires attendance boundaries to be changed for all high schools.  Changes were also needed for 
some elementary and middle school boundaries to balance student populations and better align 
elementary, middle, and high school boundaries.  New boundaries for the 2010-11 school year were 
approved by the Board of Education on March 18, 2009.   
 
Jurupa Hills High School (JHHS) will start with only 9th and 10th grades in the 2010/11 school year, and add 
one grade level each year thereafter so that the initial 10th grade class in 2010-11 will be the first 
graduating class in the 2012-13 school year. 
 
You live in an area where students will attend the new Jurupa Hills High School.  Your 8th 
and/or 9th grade student(s) will automatically be enrolled in 9th and/or 10th grade(s) at 
Jurupa Hills High School for the 2010-11 school year.   
 
A parent information meeting for Jurupa Hills High School students will be held on November 
17, 2009, from 6:00 p.m. – 7:00 p.m. at the Fontana High School Auditorium. 
 
Jurupa Hills High School is located at 10700 Oleander Avenue, Fontana, CA 92337, on the west side of 
Oleander Avenue between Slover and Santa Ana Avenues.  The JHHS colors are purple, gold, and black.  
Victor Uribe is the principal for JHHS.  Mr. Uribe was previously the principal of Kaiser High School.  He can 
be reached at 357-5000 ext.
