WHEREAS, the FONTANA UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT is both a local public 
entity and a public agency of the State of California for the local operation of the state 
elementary and secondary school system; 

WHEREAS, the FONTANA UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTIUCT desires to acquire 8.47 
acres of partially undeveloped property, inclusive of Assessor Parcel Numbers 0222-08 1-2 1 & - 
23 and 0233-091-02, -03, & -41 located on the west side of Beech Avenue, between Randall 
Avenue and Athol Street, in unincorporated San Bernardino County within the City of Fontana 
Sphere of Influence, State of California for the Elementary No. 28 project ("Project"). 

WHEREAS, FONTANA UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT has previously complied with 
the California Environmental Quality Act ("CEQA") regarding the project; 

WHEREAS, the public interest and necessity require the acquisition of the real property 
hereinafter mentioned for the construction thereon of new school facilities; 

WHEREAS, FONTANA UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT'S use of the real property 
hereinafter mentioned is a more necessary public use within the meaning of Section 1240.610 of 
the Code of Civil Procedure than any public use for which the property is presently being used; 

WHEREAS, the FONTANA UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT is authorized to exercise 
the power of eminent domain for the purpose of acquiring such by virtue of section 35270.5 of 
the California Education Code, and sections 1240.010, 1240.020 and 1240.1 10 of the California 
Code of Civil Procedure; 

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS FOUND, DETERMINED AND RESOLVED by the 
FONTANA UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT as follows: 

1. The real property to be acquired is described in Exhibit "A" attached 

hereto and incorporated by reference herein; Exhibit "B" attached hereto 

and incorporated by reference herein, contains a diagrammatic illustration 

of the parcel of real property described in Exhibit "A"; 



2. The public interest and necessity require the acquisition of the real 

property described in Exhibit "A" in fee simple absolute and the 

construction thereon of an elementary school facility; said acquisition and 

construction constitute a project for a public use, and the public interest 

and necessity require the proposed project; 

3. The proposed project is planned and located in the manner that will be 

most compatible with the greatest public good and the least private injury; 

4. The real property described in Exhibit "A" is necessary for the aforesaid 

proposed project; 

5.  The Fontana Unified School District's use of the real property described in 

Exhibit "A" is a more necessary public use within the meaning of Section 

1240.610 of the Code of Civil Procedure than any public use for which the 

property is presently being used; 

6. The offer required by Section 7267.2 of the Government Code has been 

made to the owner(s) of record; 

7. The Interim Associate Superintendent, Business Services, of this School 

District is authorized and directed to perform all acts and take such actions 

on behalf of the FONTANA UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT for the 

acquisition of the real property described in Exhibit "A" hereof, and is 

further authorized to direct the law firm of ATKINSON, ANDELSON, 

LOYA, RUUD & ROMO to prepare, institute and prosecute to conclusion

STAFF REPORT 

Due to rapid development within the territorial boundaries of the Fontana Unified School 
District, the District needs to construct additional elementary school facilities in order to meet 
the increased demand for school facilities. In response to this increased demand the District has 
determined that the Elementary School No. 28 project ("Project") is necessary for the District to 
accomplish it education mission. 

The Project will be located on 8.47 acres of partially undeveloped property, inclusive of Assessor 
Parcel Numbers 0222-081-21 & -23 and 0233-091-02, -03, & -41 located on the west side of 
Beech Avenue, between Randall Avenue and Athol Street, in unincorporated San Bemardino 
County within the City of Fontana Sphere of Influence, State of California. The Board of 
Education has previously approved the Elementary School No. 28 project and adopted a 
Mitigated Negative Declaration under the California Environmental Quality Act ("CEQA") for 
the Project. 

Approximately 700 students will be enrolled at Elementary No. 28 and there will be 
approximately 40 full-time and 9 part-time staff members. The school will operate on a single 
track schedule. As a result, the public interest and necessity require the acquisition of the real 
property described above and the construction thereon of an elementary school facility. This 
acquisition and construction of facilities will constitute a project for a public use, and as 
discussed above the public interest and necessity require the proposed project. 

In planning the Project, the District considered a number of alternative sites. In evaluating these 
sites, the District determined that the site described above was located in a manner which is 
planned and located in the manner that will be most compatible with the greatest public good and 
the least private injury. 

In planning the Project, the District considered the public uses for which the property is presently 
being used and determined that the District's use of the property is a more necessary use, within 
the meaning of Section 1240.610 of the Code of Civil Procedure, than any public use for which 
the property is presently being used. 

The District has acquired all parcels which comprise the Project, except 9242 Beech Avenue 
(San Bernardino County Assessor's Parcel No. 0233-091-03). In addition to other efforts to 
reach a negotiated sale of the property, the District has made the owners of 9242 Beech Avenue 
the offer required by Section 7267.2 of the Government Code in the full amount of its appraisal 
of the property. To date, the District has been unsuccess~l  in reaching a negotiated purchase 
with the owners of 9242 Beech Avenue. 

The District is authorized to exercise the power of eminent domain to acquire real property 
within its territorial boundaries by virtue of Section 35270.5 of the California Education Code, 
and Sections 1240.01 0, 1240.020 and 1240.1 10 of the California Code s f  Civil Procedure; 



Legal Standard 

Adoption of a resolution of necessity is appropriate if by at least a two-thirds majority of the 
Board of Education, the Board fmds: 

1. The public interest and necessity require the acquisition of the real property 
described above for the Project; 

2. That the acquisition of the real property constitutes a project for a public use, and 
the public interest and necessity require the proposed project; 

3. The proposed project is planned and located in the manner that will be most 
compatible with the greatest public good and the least private injury; 

4. The real property is necessary for the aforesaid proposed project; 

5. The Fontana Unified School District's use of the real property is a more 
necessary public use within the meaning of Section 1240.6 10 of the Code of Civil 
Procedure than any public use for which the property is presently being used; and 

6. The offer required by Section 7267.2 of the Government Code has been made to 
the owner(s) of record. 

Recommendation 

District staff recommends that the Board of Education adopt a resolution of necessity allowing 
the District to exercise its power of eminent domain to acquire the property located at 9242 
Beech Avenue for the Elementary School No. 28 project. 

District staff further recommends that the Board of Education authorize and direct the Interim 
Associate Superintendent, Business Services to perform all acts and take such actions on behalf 
of the Fontana Unified School District for the acquisition of the real property described. 

District staff also recommends that the Board of Education authorize and direct the law firm of 
Atkinson, Andelson, Loya, Ruud & Romo to prepare, institute and prosecute to conclusion on 
behalf of the District a proceeding in eminent domain, or any related proceedings or actions, to 
acquire the real property described above, in fee simple absolute, and to do any and all other 
things in connection with such proceedings or actions as in their judgment may be necessary or 
convenient to the successful conclusion of such proceedings or actions.

The President reported that in Closed Session, on motion made by Mrs. Report out 
Kathy Binks, seconded by Mr. Gus Hawthorn, on a vote of 5 ayes and 0 nays, from Closed 
the Board had reached a settlement with classified employee #6188, a District Session 
Senior Van Driver. 

The meeting was opened by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the Pledge of 
United States of America led by the President. Dr. Ruble requested that the Allegiance 
audience remain standing for a moment of silence in memory of John Mejia, 
retired Grounds Leadperson, Maintenance and Operations/Construction, the 
mother of Karen Coleman, retired Instructional Aide, Cypress Elementary 
School, and Jay Howell, retired Biology Teacher, Assistant Principal and 
Principal of Fontana High School, and Director of Categorical Programs at the 
District Office. 

The President opened a Public Hearing at 6:02 p.m. and called for Public Hearing 
comments from the audience regarding the following item:

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On motion made by Mr. Gus Hawthorn, seconded by Ms. Laura Provision 
Abernathy Mancha, and carried, the Board certified that it has provided each Certified 
pupil with standards aligned instructional materials in order for the District to be 
eligible to receive state textbooks and instructional materials funds from any 
state source. 

The President opened a Public Hearing at 6:03 p.m. and called for Public Hearing 
comments from the audience regarding the following item: 

Increasing the school facilities fees to the statutory limit for residential 
and Commercial Industrial/Senior Housing. 

Ms. Yvonne Medina, Director of Facilities Planning, explained the 
proposed increases had been established per guidelines set forth in Government 
and Education Codes. 

There were no other comments. 

The President closed the public hearing on increasing the school facilities 
fees to the statutory limit for residential and commercial industriallsenior 
housing at 6:05 p.m. 

On motion made by Ms. Laura Abernathy Mancha, seconded by Mr. Gus Resolution 
Hawthorn, and carried, the Board adopted Resolution No. 04-50 to levy fees on Adopted 
residential, commercial and industrial construction pursuant to Education Code 
Section 17620, to $2.24 per square foot and statutory commercial/industria1 and 
senior housing fee to $.36 per square foot effective October 2004 for an increase 
in fund 25 of approximately $50,000.00 in statutory fees. 

On motion made by Mrs. Kathy Binks, seconded by Mr. Gus Hawthorn, Minutes 
and carried, the Board approved the minutes of the Board of Education Regular Approved 
Meeting of August 4, 2004. 
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The President called the Hearing Session to order and called for 
comments from visitors. 

Ms. Karrie Wallen, Executive Director for the Fontana Teachers 
Association, referred to her comment made a few weeks prior about the mess in 
a living room floor, with the point being such could not be created and then 
pretend it did not exist. She commented that falling under the umbrella of that 
mess were the Brown Act, the Insititute, and accumulating what they considered 
questionable expenditures from the general fund. Ms. Wallen noted that 
regarding the Brown Act, it had come to their attention that Standards Plus@ 
curriculum that had been written and edited by employees of the district and was 
not going to be given to the Institute because doing so would violate a specific 
Ed. Code section had now been released to the Institute; that this same 
curriculum had been supposedly and mysteriously disappearing from a 
countertop after it had been copied anyway, and that this was a step in the right 
direction, that now it was disappearing with permission. She continued that 
however, it was her understanding the Board had to give the OK to release that 
curriculum, so regarding the Brown Act the questions were, "When was the 
decision made?", "Was there any discussion?", "Who voted how?". Ms. Wallen 
commented that even if this had occurred in closed session there would have 
been a report of the action taken and the vote, or maybe the Board did not know 
it was being released, which posed a whole new set of questions. She noted that 
in July she had given a written request for public information regarding 
documents pertaining to the Institute including bylaws and financial statements, 
and thanked Mr. Kurr for providing the information the District had in its 
possession, and mentioned that the Institute responded through its attorney that it 
was declining to respond because it was a private non-profit, and not required to 
comply with the Brown Act. Ms. Wallen commented that she did not 
understand all the mystery, lack of cooperation, and behind-the-scenes 
manipulation; things the community and employees of the district could not 
afford to put up with. She noted she had said before, "If we can't get it right in 
education, how can we expect the world to ever get it right; after all, we are the 
role models for our children, and we are responsible for what we choose to put 
up with, and who we choose to listen to." She continued that it was important to 
know the FTA supported open, honest communication, rather than hidden 
agendas; they supported collaboration and problem solving, rather than win-lose 
politics based in fear, and supported a clean living room; they hoped the Board 
would join them. 
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Ms. Debi Hart, parent of two students in the district, noted she had Visitors' 
attended the prior meeting and regarding the money used to buy out Dr. Comments 
Bradley's contract still did not have answers to her questions; also she still had 
concerns about Oleander Elementary School, that information in a letter she had 
received was not true. She noted items thrown out included teacher manuals, 
brand new paste, paint, and easels, and asked who had been investigated 
regarding that happening; that the teachers at Oleander were scared of the new 
principal who was running the school. Ms. Hart continued that the children at 
the school were no longer doing the flag salute, spoke of a long-time teacher 
who was moved to another grade, that children were being switched to different 
classrooms several weeks after school was started, that the computer lab was 
gone, and she wanted someone to go to the school to find out what was going on. 

Mr. Tony Orlich, community member, spoke of First Amendment and 
free speech rights, the importance of voicing political opinions and enabling 
people to check the abuse of power by public officials. 

Ms. Young introduced the new Vice President of the Fontana Teachers Bargaining Unit 
Association, Khristine Hughes, and commented that she was of the Representatives' 
understanding that Mr. Lardieri was taking steps to get clear answers one way or Comments 
the other regarding the Institute, and noted that if things needed to be fixed that 
should be done so the district could get back to the business of educating 
students. 

Dr. Marv Abrams, Director of Secondary Curriculum, and Mrs. Sandy Reports - 
Valdepeiia, Coordinator of Vocational and Transition Services, presented a Vocational 
report on Vocational Education Current Activities that included the funding of Education 
career technical programs, the growth in funding since 1999-00, programs at Current 
Fontana, Kaiser, A. B. Miller, and the Continuation High Schools, partnerships, Activities 
and a brief recruiting film. 
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Ms. Bernadette Nze, a parent of two children in the district and a single Visitors' 
mother who was out of a job, spoke of her inability to afford transportation for Comments 
her oldest daughter to attend Kaiser High School as her school of choice. She Continued 
commented that she understood the district was trying to minimize the cost of 
transportation but felt that situations such as hers should be mitigated, and 
pleaded with the district and Board to look at her case.

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Ms. St. Gean commented she had the opportunity to visit Open Court Administrator 
training at Fontana High School where the trainers were classroom teachers from Comments 
the San Diego County Office, that 798 teachers had been trained in the district, 
with approximately 292 still to be trained, and that materials were in the hands of 
the teachers.

He then 
referred to his CP Biology question, that if there was a large number of kids 
taking the course and not doing well he would like to see that item given a higher 
priority and information provided as to what teachers were doing to prepare those 
kids if the remainder of the Board agreed.

He then shared that while in Illinois he 
had come across a placemat from a McDonalds that promoted the local 
university's football program, and had thought perhaps the district's high schools 
might wish to pursue such a program with the local fast food places. 

Mr. Lardieri commented that he was attempting to involve all principals Superintendent 
from both the Institute and District in a meeting to come to an accord on Comments 
unresolved issues. He noted that he had invited Ms. Young from the FTA, and 
requested Board direction as to if they would want a work session before that 
meeting occurred, or if they would prefer to submit concerns in writing. He 
added the meeting would probably not take place before the end of September 
due to scheduled vacations, but he would like to have this done before a new 
superintendent was hired.

Dr. Piazza commented she thought they would come to a faster conclusion 

if the Board was in agreement, and she believed that would require a workshop. 

Mr. Hawthorn asked to have the Board polled, and that he would go on 
record as saying they did not need the workshop. 

Mrs. Binks shared that she would submit her questions and concerns in 
writing, was afraid holding a workshop would stall the process, and she thought it 
was imperative to have this taken care of so the new superintendent would not 
have the leftover baggage.

Mr. Lardieri offered that once he had received all questions they would be 
put into general categories and he would let all Board members know what they 
were. 

Mr. Tom Sawyer, District Counsel, explained that before any final action 
could be taken Board approval would be required, and any proposals would come 
before the Board. 

Mr. Lardieri shared that on the district side representatives would be Mr. 
Sawyer, Mr. Kurr, Ms. St. Gean, Ms. Heidi White of Vavernik, Trine, Day & 
Company, and that Ms. Young had accepted to sit in as representative for the 
teachers association, which would save having to have an additional meeting 
later. He continued that their organization (Learning Plus Associates) would have 
their attorney and other people from their group, and he would give this his best 
shot. 

Mr. Hawthorn commented that this was long overdue and appreciated. 
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On motion made by Mrs. Kathy Binks, seconded by Dr. Arlene Piazza, Adjournment 
and carried, the President adjourned the meeting at 7:06 p.m.
