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Mr. Hawthorn commented on Dr. Milligan's remarks about the 2006 GO Board Member 
Bond during the Community Partnership program, which he felt spoke highly of Comments, 
Dr. Milligan's ability to communicate the district's needs. He then spoke of a continued 
recent newspaper article featuring some A.B. Miller students and their writing 
skills, and asked if there was some way to identify why those students had such 
good writing skills. 

Dr. Milligan responded he had looked into Mr. Hawthorn's request and 
was provided with information that key factors were the organizational skills 
taught, that the projects were self-selected, one of the assignment's goals was to 
get published, all basic English conventions were followed, and teachers had 
worked with students to help them improve in areas identified by district 
assessment tests. 

Mr. Hawthorn asked if those attributes could be replicated district wide. 

Dr. Milligan replied that they could be integrated into staff development. 

Ms. Mancha stressed the importance of parents reading the newspaper 
regularly for developing good writers at home. 

Mr. Hawthorn relayed how reading the newspaper every day had helped a 
non-English speaking employee where he worked to learn English, and 
commented on a fiber optics program being discussed by the city; that he would 
like for the district to keep an eye on that for possible opportunities for use in the 
future. 
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Dr. Milligan commented on his continuing visits to schools, his Superintendent 
participation in the Police Department Christmas toy giveaway, and that he would Comments 
be sending requests in the future for vendors to provide toys for children rather 
than providing gifts to staff around the holidays. He noted that he had met with 
Congressman Joe Baca, where they discussed items concerning students in the 
district, and the Congressman expressed a desire to help. One of his 
representatives will be attending a visit to a high tech high school along with 
district administrators on February 18. Dr. Milligan then spoke of his concerns 
regarding the non-fimding of Prop. 98 and that it would take all of the collective 
educational branches, unions, and associations to stop the overturning of Prop. 
98; that education could not survive if that were done. He then spoke of the book 
"Gung Ho!" and his desire to share that with the Board as it put into common 
language what the district was and of the need to work toward common goals and 
celebrate successes.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF THE 
FONTANA UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT 

DETERMINING THE VALIDITY OF PRIOR PROCEEDINGS

WHEREAS, the Board (the "Board") of Education of the Fontana Unified School 

District ("FUSD") has heretofore adopted its Resolution No. 04-65 (the "Resolution of Intention 

to Form CFD No. 04-1") stating its intention to form Community Facilities District No. 04-1 of 

the Fontana Unified School District ("CFD No. 04-1") pursuant to the Mello-Roos Community 

Facilities Act of 1982, as amended, (the "Act") commencing with California Government Code 

section 533 1 1 et seq.; and 

WHEREAS, a copy of the Resolution of Intention to Form CFD No. 04-1 setting forth a 

description and approving a map of the proposed boundaries of CFD No. 04-1, the facilities and 

services to be provided, the cost of providing such facilities and services, and the rate and 

method of apportionment of the special tax to be levied within CFD No. 04-1 to provide funds 

for such facilities and services as well as to pay among other things, the principal and interest on 

bonds, proposed to be authorized within CFD No. 04-1, is on file with the Clerk of the Board of 

the FUSD, or designee, and incorporated herein by reference; and 

WHEREAS, notice was published as required by law relative to the intention of FUSD 

to form proposed CFD No. 04- 1 ; and 

WHEREAS, notice was mailed to each of the landowners within the proposed CFD No. 

04-1 known to the Clerk of the Board; and 

WHEREAS, after adjusting it from time to time, this Board has held a noticed public 

hearing as required by the Act relative to the proposed formation of CFD No. 04-1 and the levy 

of the special tax therein and the issuance of bonded indebtedness by CFD No. 04-1; and 



WHEREAS, prior to the commencement of the public hearing, there was filed with the 

Board of Education a report (the "Report") containing a description of the facilities necessary and 

adequate to meet the needs of CFD No. 04-1, and an estimate of the cost of such facilities and 

incidental expenses to be financed by CFD No. 04-1 as required by section 53321.5 of the 

Government Code; and 

WHEREAS, at said hearing all persons desiring to be heard on all matters pertaining to 

the formation of CFD No. 04-1 and the levy of the special tax therein and the issuance of bonded 

indebtedness by CFD No. 04-1 were heard and a full and fair hearing was held. 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF THE FONTANA 

UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT DOES HEREBY RESOLVE, DETERMINE AND 

ORDER as follows: 

Section 1. Each of the above recitals is true and correct. 

Section 2. Pursuant to section 53325.1 (b) of the Act, FUSD finds and determines that 

all prior proceedings were valid and in conformity with the requirements of the Act. This 

determination shall be final and binding upon all persons. 

Section 3. A community facilities district to be designated "Community Facilities 

District No. 04-1 of the Fontana Unified School District" is hereby established pursuant to the 

Act. The Board of FUSD is hereby appointed to act as the legislative body of CFD No. 04-1 

pursuant to the Act. 

Section 4. The legal description and map of the boundaries of CFD No. 04-1, as 

described in the Resolution of Intention to Form CFD No. 04-1, are incorporated herein by 

reference and shall be the boundaries of said CFD No. 04-1. The map was recorded by the 

County Recorder for the County of San Bernardino in the Book of Maps and Assessment and 

Community Facilities as required by sections 3 1 1 1 and 3 1 13 of the Streets and Highway Code. 

Section 5. The type of public facilities ("Facilities") proposed to be provided within 

CFD No. 04-1 are set forth in the Resolution of Intention to Form CFD No. 04-1 and the Report. 

CFD No. 04-1 is authorized to acquire and/or construct the Facilities in accordance with the Act. 

The Board finds that the proposed Facilities are necessary to meet the increased demand put upon 



the FUSD as a result of new development projected within CFD No. 04-1. CFD No. 04-1 has 

incurred and intends to incur further "incidental expenses" as defined in section 533 17(c) of the 

Act. 

Section 6. Except where funds are otherwise available, it is the intention of FUSD to 

levy annually in accordance with the procedures contained in the Act a special tax sufficient to 

pay for the principal and interest and other periodic costs on the bonds andlor notes (including 

credit enhancement and all other administrative and legal costs of the bond issue) proposed to be 

issued to finance the acquisition, design, construction, lease, equipping and/or improvement of 

the Facilities and all incidental and reimbursable expenses in connection therewith including, (a) 

debt service on any indebtedness of and CFD No. 04-1; (b) the replenishment of any bond 

reserve funds, including an amount equal to the prior year's delinquency; (c) the costs of 

administering the levy and collection of the special tax; and (d) amounts necessary to reduce the 

outstanding principal on any indebtedness of CFD No. 04-1. The rate and method of 

apportionment of the special tax as described in the Resolution of Intention to Form CFD No. 04- 

1 is on file with the Secretary of FUSD, or designee, is incorporated herein by reference and shall 

be the rate and method of apportionment of said CFD No. 04-1 (the "Rate and Method of 

Apportionment"). The Rate and Method of Apportionment allows each landowner and resident 

within CFD No. 04-1 to estimate the maximum amount that may be levied against each parcel. 

The Board hereby determines that the Rate and Method of Apportionment is reasonable and that 

such special tax is hereby authorized, subject to voter approval, to be levied annually within the 

boundaries of CFD No. 04-1. The special tax is apportioned to each parcel pursuant to section 

53325.3 of the Act and such special tax is not on or based upon the ownership of real property. 

In the event that a portion of the property within CFD No. 04-1 shall become for any reason 

exempt, wholly or partially, from the levy of the special tax, the Board shall, on behalf of CFD 

No. 04-1, cause the levy to be increased, subject to the limitation of the Maximum Special Tax, 

to the extent necessary upon the remaining property within CFD No. 04-1 which is not exempt in 

order to yield the special tax revenues for the purposes described in this section. 



Upon recordation of the notice of special tax lien pursuant to section 3 11 7.5 of the Streets 

and Highways Code, a continuing lien to secure each levy of the special tax will attach to all 

nonexempt real property in CFD No. 04-1 and the lien shall continue in force and effect until the 

special tax obligation is prepaid and permanently satisfied and the lien canceled in accordance 

with the law or until collection of the special tax by the legislative body ceases. 

The office of the Director of Facilities Planning as designee of the Fontana Unified 

School District, located at 9680 Citrus Avenue, Fontana, California 92335, the telephone number 

of which is (909) 357-5000 is hereby designated as the office responsible for preparing annually 

a current roll of special tax levy obligations by assessor's parcel number and for estimating future 

special tax levies pursuant to section 53340.1 of the Act. 

Section 7. Written protests against the establishment of CFD No. 04-1 were not filed 

by the property owners of one-half (%) or more of the area of land within CFD No. 04-1. There 

are fewer than 12 registered voters within the territory of CFD No. 04-1 on this date nor have 

there been at least 12 registered voters for each of the 90 days preceding this date. 

Section 8. A special election is hereby called for CFD No. 04-1 on the propositions 

of levying the special tax on the property within CFD No. 04-1 and establishing an 

appropriations limit for CFD No. 04-1 pursuant to section 53325.7 of the Government Code and 

shall be consolidated with the election on the proposition of incurring bonded indebtedness, 

pursuant to section 53351 of the Government Code. The proposed propositions relative to 

incurring indebtedness in the maximum aggregate principal amount not to exceed $50,000,000 

and authorizing the levy of the special tax are combined into one ballot proposition, which shall 

be substantially in the form attached hereto as Exhibit "A." 

Section 9. The special election for CFD No. 04-1 on the proposition of incurring the 

bonded indebtedness, authorizing the levy of the special tax and establishing an appropriations 

limit for CFD No. 04-1 pursuant to Government Code section 53325.7 shall be held at 10:OO a.m. 

on February 4, 2005, or as soon thereafter as practicable, subject to receipt by the Secretary of the 

FUSD, or designee, of the unanimous consent of the landowners of record in CFD No. 04-1 as of 

the close of the public hearing regarding the formation of CFD No. 04-1 to a waiver of the time 



limits for setting the election and a waiver of written analysis, arguments or rebuttals as set forth 

in sections 53326 and 53327 of the Government Code. If such waivers are not received on or 

prior to 5:00 p.m. on February 3, 2005, the election shall be rescheduled to the earliest possible 

date on which the landowners and the Secretary of the FUSD, or designee, mutually agree. 

Section 10. In order to carry out the election contemplated by hereinabove, the 

Secretary of the Board, or designee, is directed to conduct the election as provided in section 

53327(b) of the Government Code. The Secretary of the Board, or designee, has requested the 

County Registrar of Voters to determine the number of registered voters in CFD No. 04-1 as of 

the date hereof and whether there were fewer than 12 registered voters residing within the 

territory of proposed CFD No. 04-1 during each of the 90 days preceding the opening of the 

public hearing regarding the formation of CFD No. 04-1. 

Section 11. It is hereby found that there were fewer than 12 registered voters residing 

within the territory of proposed CFD No. 04-1 during each of the 90 days preceding the opening 

of the public hearing regarding the formation of CFD No. 04-1. This Board hereby determines 

that the qualified electors of CFD No. 04-1 are the landowners as defined in Government Code 

section 53317.2(f). Pursuant to section 53326 of the Government Code, the ballots for the 

special election shall be distributed by personal service, or by mail, with return postage prepaid, 

by the Secretary of the FUSD or designee thereof, to the landowners of record within CFD No. 

04-1 as of the close of the protest hearing. Each landowner shall have one vote for each acre or 

portion thereof that he or she owns within CFD No. 04-1, as provided in section 53326 of the 

Government Code and may return the ballot by mail or in person to the Office of the Secretary of 

the FUSD, or designee, not later than 5:00 p.m. on February 3, 2005, or 5:00 p.m. on another 

election day mutually agreed to by the Secretary of the FUSD, or designee, and the landowners. 

Notwithstanding that February 4, 2005, has been established as the election date, in accordance 

with sections 53326(d) and 533510) of the Government Code, the election shall be closed and 

the results certified by the Secretary of the FUSD, or designee thereof, as soon as all qualified 

electors have voted. 



Section 12. CFD No. 04-1 shall constitute a single election precinct for the purpose of 

holding the election. 

Section 13. The preparation of the Report is hereby ratified. The Report, as submitted, 

is hereby approved and is made a part of the record of the public hearing regarding the formation 

of CFD No. 04-1, and is ordered to be kept on file with the transcript of these proceedings and 

open for public inspection. 

Section 14. The Secretary of the FUSD, or designee, shall, not later than fifteen (15) 

days following a determination that the requisite number of voters are in favor of the levy of the 

special tax, record the Notice of Special Tax in the form required by Streets and Highways Code 

section 3 1 17.5 with the County Recorder of the County of San Bernardino. 

Section 15. Proceeds of the Special Tax and proceeds of any bonds issued shall be 

applied only to the purpose or purposes authorized by this resolution and by each proposition 

receiving a favorable vote. The Special Taxes collected and the proceeds of any bonds issued, 

shall be deposited into separate accounts, each of which may include subaccounts, in accordance 

with the resolution authorizing the issuance of bonds. In accordance with Government Code 

Section 53343.1, if requested by a person who resides in the district or a person who owns 

property in the district, the Superintendent, or designee, shall prepare, or cause to be prepared, an 

annual report, with references to the relevant sections of the resolution of formation regarding the 

purposes of the bond proceeds and special taxes as required by such section. 

Section 16. The officers of the FUSD and their authorized representatives, are, and 

each of them acting alone is, hereby authorized to execute any and all documents and agreements 

and do and perform any and all acts and things, from time to time, consistent with this Resolution 

and necessary or appropriate to carry the same into effect and to carry out its purpose.

RESOLUTION NO. 05-3 

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF THE 
FONTANA UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT 

DETERMINING THE NECESSITY TO INCUR BONDED INDEBTEDNESS 
IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $50,000,000 

WITHIN COMMUNITY FACILITIES DISTRICT NO. 04-1 
AND CALLING AN ELECTION 

WHEREAS, on December 8, 2004 the Board of Education of the Fontana Unified 

School District ("FUSD") adopted its Resolution No. 04-65 (the "Resolution of Intention to Form 

CFD No. 04-1") stating its intention to form CFD No. 04-1 ("CFD No. 04-1") pursuant to the 

Mello-Roos Community Facilities Act of 1982, as amended, ("Act") commencing with 

California Government Code section 533 1 1 et seq.; and 

WHEREAS, on December 8,2004, the Board of Education also adopted Resolution No. 

04-66 (the "Resolution to Incur Bonded Indebtedness") in an amount not to exceed $50,000,000 

within CFD No. 04-1 for the purpose of financing (1) the acquisition and construction of school 

sites and structures (the "Facilities") and to finance the incidental and reimbursable expenses to 

be incurred in connection therewith, including the cost of engineering, planning and designing 

the Facilities; (2) all costs, including costs of the landowner, associated with the creation of CFD 

No. 04-1, the issuance of the bonds, the determination of the amount of special taxes to be 

levied, the collection of taxes, the payment of taxes and costs otherwise incurred in order to carry 

out the authorized purposes of CFD No. 04-1; and (3) any other expenses incidental to the 

acquisition, construction, completion and inspection of the Facilities; and 

WHEREAS, notice was published as required by law relative to the intention of the 

Board of Education to form CFD No. 04-1 and to incur bonded indebtedness in an amount not to 

exceed $50,000,000 within the boundaries of CFD No. 04-1 ; and 

WHEREAS, after adjusting it fiom time to time, this Board of Education has held a 

noticed hearing as required by law relative to the determination to proceed with the formation of 



CFD No. 04-1 and the rate and method of apportionment of the special tax to be levied within 

CFD No. 04-1 to pay the principal and interest on the proposed indebtedness; and 

WHEREAS, at said hearing all persons desiring to be heard on all matters pertaining to 

the formation of CFD No. 04-1 were heard and a full and fair hearing was held; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Education of FUSD subsequent to such hearing adopted a 

Resolution establishing CFD No. 04-1 and authorizing the financing of the Facilities (the 

"Resolution of Formation"); and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Education desires to make the necessary findings to incur 

bonded indebtedness within CFD No. 04-1 thereto, to declare the purpose for said debt, and to 

authorize the submittal of a proposition to the voters of CFD No. 04-1, being the landowners of 

the proposed CFD No. 04-1, all as authorized and required by law. 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF THE FONTANA 

UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT DOES HEREBY RESOLVE, DETERMINE AND 

ORDER AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1. The above recitals are true and correct. 

Section 2. It is necessary to incur bonded indebtedness in an amount not to exceed 

$50,000,000 within CFD No. 04-1. 

Section 3. The indebtedness is to be incurred for the purpose of financing the costs of 

the principal and interest and other periodic costs on the bonds andlor notes (including credit 

enhancement and all other administrative and legal costs of the bond issue) proposed to be issued 

to finance the acquisition, design, construction, lease, equipping and/or improvement of the 

Facilities and all incidental expenses in connection therewith including (a) debt service on any 

indebtedness of CFD No. 04-1, (b) the replenishment of any bond reserve funds, including an 

amount equal to the prior year's delinquency, (c) the costs of administering the levy and 



collection of the special tax and (d) amounts necessary to reduce the outstanding principal on any 

indebtedness of CFD No. 04-1. 

Section 4. Except for property exempted from taxation in the Rate and Method of 

Apportionment of Special Tax attached to the Resolution of Intention to Form CFD No. 04-1 as 

an Exhibit, the whole of the property within CFD No. 04-1 shall pay for the bonded indebtedness 

according to the rate and method of apportionment of the special tax as provided in the 

Resolution of Intention to Form CFD No. 04-1 and incorporated herein by reference. 

Section 5. The maximum term of the bonds to be issued shall in no event exceed 

forty (40) years. 

Section 6. The maximum annual rate or rates of interest to be paid on the bonds 

issued shall not exceed the maximum interest rate permitted by law at the time or times of sale 

thereof, payable semiannually, the actual rate or rates and times of payment to be determined at 

the time or times of sale thereof. 

Section 7. The bonds issued by CFD No. 04-1 may be in one or more series, may 

bear a variable interest rate, with interest payable monthly, provided that such variable rate shall 

not exceed the maximum rate permitted by section 5353 1 of the Government Code, or any other 

applicable provision of law limiting the maximum interest rate on the bonds. To the extent 

permitted by law, an amount equal to the interim variable interest rate which may from time to 

time exceed the maximum interest rate permitted by law may be added to the principal amount 

due under the bonds. 

Section 8. Pursuant to section 53351 of the Government Code, a special election is 

hereby called for CFD No. 04-1 on the proposition of incurring the bonded indebtedness. The 

proposed propositions relative to incurring bonded indebtedness in the maximum aggregate 

principal amount not to exceed $50,000,000, and authorizing the levy of the special tax within 

CFD No. 04-1 shall be combined into one ballot for the District pursuant to section 53353.5 of

the Government Code. The form of the ballot for the consolidated election is attached to the 

Resolution of Formation as an Exhibit and incorporated by reference herein. 

Section 9. The special election for CFD No. 04-1 on the propositions of incurring the 

bonded indebtedness and authorizing the levy of the special tax shall be at 10:OO a.m., February 

4, 2005. The Secretary of the FUSD, or designee, has received the unanimous consent of the 

landowners of the District to a waiver of the time limits for setting the election and a waiver of 

any written analysis, arguments or rebuttals as set forth in sections 53326 and 53327 of the 

Government Code and the Secretary, or designee, has consented to holding the election on 

February 4,2005. 

Section 10. It is hereby found that fewer than 12 registered voters have resided within 

the territory of proposed CFD No. 04-1 for each of the 90 days prior to the opening of the public 

hearing regarding the formation of the CFD No. 04-1. This Board hereby determines that the 

qualified electors of CFD No. 04-1 are the landowners as defined in Government Code section 

53317.2(f). Pursuant to section 53326 of the Government Code, the ballots for the special 

election shall be distributed by personal service, or by mail, with return postage prepaid, by the 

Secretary of the FUSD, or designee, to the landowners of record within CFD No. 04-1 as of the 

close of the protest hearing. Each landowner shall have one vote for each acre or portion thereof 

that he or she owns within CFD No. 04-1 as provided in section 53326 of the Government Code 

and may return the ballot by mail or in person to the Secretary of the FUSD, or designee, not 

later than 5:00 p.m. on February 3,2005, or 5:00 p.m. on another election day mutually agreed to 

by the Secretary of the FUSD, or designee, and the landowners. Notwithstanding that February 

4, 2005, has been established as the election date, in accordance with sections 53326(d) and 

533510) of the Government Code, the election shall be closed and the results certified by the 

Secretary of the FUSD, or designee, as soon as all qualified electors have voted. 
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
