The Board of Education of the Fontana Unified School District Regular 
held a Regular Meeting on November 16, 2005, at the John D. Piazza Meeting 
Education Center, 9680 Citrus Avenue, Fontana, California. Present at 1 1-1 6-05 
the meeting were: Mr. Gus Hawthorn, President; Dr. Arlene Piazza, 
Clerk; Ms. Laura Abernathy Mancha, Alternate Clerk, Dr. D. Wayne 
Ruble, Member; Dr. Charles D. Milligan, Superintendent; Dr. Richard A. 
Stedry, Deputy Superintendent, Business Services; Ms. Cali L. Olsen, 
Deputy Superintendent, School Support; and Ms. Yolanda Mendoza, 
Associate Superintendent, Human Resources.

Mr. Pledge of 
Hawthorn requested that the audience remain standing for a moment of Allegiance 1 
silence in memory of Alfredo Vasquez, a Bilingual Aide at Tokay Visitors 
Elementary School, who was also the son of Silvia Vasquez, a Bilingual Present 
Aide at Juniper Elementary School.

Students of South Tamarind Elementary School shared their Acknowledgment 
presentation on City Wildlife and were presented with certificates of of Achievements 
appreciation by the President and Superintendent. 
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An Energy Excellence award was presented by Energy Acknowledgment 
Education, Inc., to the district for having saved $5,058,728.00 in energy of Achievements, 
costs through June 2005. continued 

The President opened the Public Comments session and called Public 
for comments from visitors. Comments 

Mr. Kurt Dukleth, teacher at Fontana High, read from a letter he 
had written to middle school teachers congratulating them on preparing 
gth graders for high school, and that in this, his 18" year of teaching, 
they were the best ever. 

Mr. Tony Orlich, community member, commented on the media 
and public broadcasting. 

Ms. Dee Dee Arganda, teacher at Truman Middle School, 
commented on the proposed calendar, expressing her concerns for how 
the change would adversely affect teachers and students, and that it 
seemed to her the calendar committee had been handpicked and 
meetings were not announced. 

Ms. Karen Rabone, parent of a Kaiser High School student and 
an elementary school teacher in the district, voiced her concerns with 
the proposed calendar changes, commented that a full year's notice 
should be given before any changes were implemented, and suggested 
that more comments and input from the community might make 
changes more acceptable. 
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Ms. Young commented that the proposed calendar change to an Bargaining Unit 
August 8 start was not supported by middle school teachers, but was by Representatives 
the high school, and that at the time the association's survey was Comments 
distributed only one calendar option had been presented, but there were 
now three. She then asked for information on who authorized the city to 
provide flyers to teachers regarding the water rate increase hearings 
and the cost and funding source of the bond survey. Ms. Young then 
referred to the new position of assistant superintendent on the agenda 
and asked when that position was created, when and if it was posted 
and flown, and the need for that position. She referred to an audit that 
was done before Dr. Milligan's arrival to the district which indicated the 
district was "top heavy", referred to several other positions that had 
recently been upgraded and that a director of construction had been 
hired to address those needs, and asked where the funding for the 
position was coming from. 

Dr. Milligan suggested it would be more appropriate for Ms. 
Young to make her comments when the item came up on the agenda. 

Ms. Young responded that she had not turned in a card to do so 
as there was a regular item for bargaining unit comments. 

Mr. Hawthorn offered that Ms. Young could continue as she was 
already this far along. 

Ms. Young declined to continue at the present time; she would 
speak when the item came up for consideration. 

Officer Shipley noted that the Police Officers Association had 
submitted its proposal for a 7% increase, then announced that the 
Fontana Santas Program was kicking off by placing donation boxes 
throughout the town, delivery of the toys would be on December 17, the 
A. B. Miller High School peerleaders would be assisting in sorting and 
bagging toys, and donations would be accepted until December 15. 

Ms. Chavez wished unit members, teachers, and managers a 
Happy Thanksgiving, and announced that their negotiations would begin 
on Friday.
