The President opened the public comments session and called Public 
for comments from visitors. Comments 

Mr. Eric Huber, coordinator of the Protective Services Academy 
at A. B. Miller High School, provided information on the program and an 
upcoming explorer academy for the students. 

Mr. Jeffery Griffith, teacher at Fontana High School and city 
resident, addressed the fact that his name was erroneously listed in the 
district's retirement dinner book earlier in the year, questioned who was 
responsible for that error and requested that District Counsel assist him 
in answering that question.
