Mrs. Linda Young, President of Fontana Teachers Association, 
commented on the charter school petition being presented, and of the 
association's concern that the petition contained an opportunity for 
employment of non-credentialed individuals and that the charter should 
demand from instructors the same qualifications as did the district. 
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The President opened the public hearing session on the Fontana Public 
Prep charter school petition at 8:19 p.m. and called for comments from Hearing 
the audience. 

Mr. Mike Davis, an educational management consultant, spoke 
on behalf of the charter petition and the petitioners, noted that the 
petition met legal requirements, and the petitioners had no intention of 
hiring non-certificated teachers. He requested the opportunity to meet 
with district staff, Board members, and others to address questions. 

Pastor Brodie of the Principles of Faith Christian Center 
expressed his belief the charter school would meet the needs of 
students needing smaller classroom settings and serve as an alternative 
for students to perform better in academic achievement and address 
issues of minority students. 

Board members asked questions and expressed concerns 
including whether the charter school would provide a Special Education 
program and how that funding would be provided, qualifications for 
secondary education teachers, the school's discipline plan for students, 
whether the charter had drawn up bylaws and selected its board 
members, if there was a business plan in budget in place, and whether 
adequate signatures from interested parents and teachers had been 
obtained. 

Mr. Davis addressed the questions submitted orally and offered 
to provide the requested documentation. He commented there had 
been some confusion in that their initial meeting with Superintendent 
Smith had been a preliminary meeting, they had anticipated follow up 
meetings with other district staff to provide all required elements, that 
they were willing and able to provide all information immediately so the 
process could take place over the next 30 days, and agreed to extend 
the deadline for a decision to the Board's next meeting scheduled for 
January 17,2007. 
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The President thanked Mr. Davis and Pastor Brodie for attending Public 
the meeting and for the responses they provided.
