BOARD OF EDUCATION MEETING

MINUTES


The Board of Education of the Fontana Unified School District held a Regular Meeting on May 1, 2002, at the John D. Piazza Education Center, 9680 Citrus Avenue, Fontana, California.  Present at the meeting were: Ms. Laura Abernathy Mancha, President; Dr. D. Wayne Ruble, Clerk; Mrs. Kathy Binks, Member; Mr. Gus Hawthorn, Member; Mr. Rick McClure, Member; Dr. Karen Harshman, Superintendent; Mr. Emmanuel J. D’Souza, Associate Superintendent, Business; Ms. Fran Mazzolini, Associate Superintendent, Educational Services; and Dr. Patricia Peoples, Associate Superintendent, Human Resources.  The President called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.

The President called a Closed Session at 3:01 p.m.  The meeting reconvened at 5:00 p.m.

The President called the Curriculum Management Audit Work Session to order.


Ms. Mazzolini and Educational Services staff presented an update on the Curriculum Management Audit.  They reviewed the five standards applied in the audit, findings that student success was impeded in a variety of ways and identified evidence of change related to implementation of the audit.  They also provided information on results achieved and noted further specific areas for improvement:  grant/program evaluation, education technology, instructional practices.

The Board returned to Closed Session at 5:45 p.m.  The meeting reconvened at 6:15 p.m.


Visitors present at the meeting were: Mr. Tony Micciche, President, United Steelworkers of America, Local 8599; Mr. Sam Poindexter, President, Fontana Teachers Association; Officer Brent Shipley, President, School Police Officers Association; Ms. Maria Garcia, The Press Enterprise; Mr. Steve Wall, The Sun, and interested employees and members of the community.
Visitors Present

Ms. Mancha announced that the agenda would be changed to allow preschool students to perform before the public hearing.


The meeting was opened by the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America led by the President.

Ms. Mancha requested that the audience remain standing for a moment of silence in memory of the following persons who recently passed away:  Colleen Flynn, bus driver, and the husband of Renee Ostoj, Special Education teacher at Henry J. Kaiser High School.

State Preschool students performed a song and dance involving “The Letter People” program related to the Language Arts Preschool Standards.

Students from Ms. Carol McCormac’s class at Chaparral Elementary School performed a scene from “Cinderella.”

Ms. Mancha, President, called the Public Hearing regarding the Southern California Private Schools, Inc., petition for Norton Air and Space Academy Charter School to order.


She called for comments from the audience in favor of or in opposition to the petition.

Mr. Cothran, Lead Petitioner, made a presentation to the Board providing basic information regarding charter schools as well as the proposed Norton Air & Space Academy.  He also spoke regarding the location, facilities and the long range campus plan.  He included information regarding the vision, institutional participants and the curriculum and special programs and noted that it would center around aerospace and aeronautics.


Mr. Cothran asked that the Board approve the petition for the Norton Air & Space Academy.


Mr. Mike Gallo of Kelly Space and Technology noted that they have a shared vision for the proposal as well as curriculum and special programs.  He requested the Board’s support and special consideration for the proposal.


Ms. Mancha again called for comments from the audience, either for or against, the Hearing item.


Mr. Tony Orlich commented that people in the world should control space, however, he thought this didn’t seem like a proper school subject.


Mr. Dave Beveridge of New Technology Learning Concepts has worked with space and related technologies.  He commented that he has worked with youth who have dropped out of the school system and felt this school may be another opportunity for them to succeed outside the standard school system.


Mr. Tom Navarro stated he would like to see this kind of opportunity for kids provided while they are still in high school.


Mr. Sam Poindexter, President, Fontana Teachers Association, spoke in opposition to the charter school as directed by FTA Board.  He noted that their organization had expressed concerns which they have not seen addressed.  He noted that the configuration had moved from a 9-12 school to a 6-12 school.  He further noted that CTA is also opposed to charter schools when they fall outside the district that sponsors them and he questioned why the San Bernardino teachers’ association was not asked about this charter.  He also asked where the students would come from.  If the students will be from San Bernardino he felt that the school should be sponsored by the San Bernardino school district.  Mr. Poindexter also stated that he believes our district does prepare students for the aerospace industry.

Mr. Tony Micciche, President, United Steelworkers of America, Local 8599, also expressed concerns and questioned the total picture from an economic standpoint.  He noted that the district is currently in difficult economic times and the union is concerned that this will heavily impact the employees of our district.  He asked what type of feedback or involvement the district will have on financial monitoring.  He also expressed concern as to whether the students participating would be from Fontana.   He stated that they had addressed numerous issues in the original plan but never received any response nor had they been addressed at this time.  He agreed with Mr. Poindexter that this district does a fine job in preparing our students.  He also talked about hiring at-will employees at low salaries.  He suggested that the Board not support the petition.


Ms. Mancha closed the public comment portion and requested comments from the Board’s legal counsel.


Ms. Sherry Gordon stated that the charter petition had been reviewed.  She explained that there are a limited number of issues upon which to determine whether to grant or deny the petition.  If granted, it becomes a contract and many elements of the Education Code are required.  She noted that they looked specifically for those statutory elements in the petition.  They did not look at it from a financial point of view nor from the area of curriculum and instruction.


Ms. Gordon stated that based upon review of statutory requirements there are three major areas to consider, in this case:

· unsound educational program for students

· petitioner is demonstrably unlikely to successfully implement the program

· petition does not contain reasonably comprehensive description of all required elements set forth in the Education Code.

Ms. Gordon noted the following issues which were questionable in the petition:

· Signatures of teachers interested in teaching in the school – as the proposal anticipates 500 students, 25 teachers will be needed or 12.5 qualified teachers must sign the petition.  There are only 1-2 teachers signatures who are qualified to teach 9-10 grades.

· Methods to assess student progress – no requirements for pre or post testing

· No reference to complying with Brown Act, Public Records Act, conflict of interest codes, etc.

· No means to address racial ethnic balance

· Admission requirements are vague and ambiguous

· No specific and enforceable dates for completion of annual audits

· Student discipline – no specific standards or procedures provided - only that they will be developed

· Right of return for employees to public school district – unlawful provisions 

· Dispute resolution process – restricts districts right of free speech 

· Based upon working with other districts and charter school petitions, attorney feels it is not reasonable to approve outside of the district’s own geographic area as they have to oversee the charter.

· Noted changes in the proposal in start up funds anticipated


Ms. Gordon noted that these comments are made because of potential liability if the charter petition is granted.


Mr. McClure asked what the financial responsibility of the district would be.


Ms. Gordon stated that if there was a default on the loan, the district would be responsible.  She did not believe the district would be liable for payroll.


Mrs. Binks asked how long it would it take to revoke the charter if the district felt things weren’t happening as promised.


Ms. Gordon stated the statutory reasons would need to be worked through and it could be a lengthy process.


Mrs. Binks asked if the petitioner could be given an opportunity to address the concerns expressed by the attorney.


Ms. Gordon stated they could be given an opportunity to amend their proposal.


Mrs. Binks asked if the Board rejects the petition and the state approves it where does the district stand.

Ms. Gordon explained that the state can become the lead agency and she thought that would insulate the district, however, it would depend on the language of their granting the petition.


Mr. Beveridge stated that if the petition is rejected here, their  recommendation to themselves would be to go to the state who can approve and assign to whatever district they might choose. 


Mr. Hawthorn asked if the Board delayed action for 45 days, what obligations would the district have to assist the petitioner in addressing the concerns listed.


Mr. Cothran stated they believed they did address the issues.  He asked that if there is an interest by the Board, it be conveyed but if not, they don’t want to extend the clock because they do plan to go directly to the state.


Mrs. Binks expressed disappointment that it has come to this tonight because of the time and effort put in by district staff which she believes has given the petitioner false encouragement.


The President closed the public comment period.


Mr. McClure made a motion, seconded by Mr. Hawthorn that the petition by the Southern California Private Schools, Inc. to establish a Norton Air and Space Academy Charter School be denied and that the Superintendent prepare an appropriate resolution containing proposed findings of fact consistent with this action and return that resolution for consideration and action by the Board at its next regularly scheduled meeting.


Mr. Cothran clarified that the Board is referring to the original petition presented and withdrew any amended petition which had been submitted.

Dr. Ruble stated that he believes this is an excellent program and all new things have to start somewhere.


Mr. Hawthorn agreed but felt it should be done in the proper fashion.
Charter School Petition Denied, continued


The President adjourned the Public Hearing and called a recess at 8:15 p.m.  The meeting reconvened at 8:30 p.m.


The President called the Regular Meeting to order.

On motion made by Mrs. Kathy Binks, seconded by Mr. Gus Hawthorn, and carried, the Board approved the minutes of the Board of Education Regular Meeting of April 17, 2002.

The President called the Hearing Session to order and called for comments from visitors.


Mr. Tony Orlich expressed his opinion regarding politicians and professors.


Ms. Maryanne Lewis, parent, spoke on behalf of parents from Locust Elementary School.  She expressed concerns regarding boundary changes for elementary schools.  She noted they were informed by mail that more than 50% of their school would be transferred to other schools because of lack of space.  She suggested that consideration regarding the effect this will have on self esteem, grades, etc.  She asked the Board to reconsider this decision and look at other alternatives.
Visitors’ Comments


Dr. Ruble stated that parents in other school areas have the same concerns.  He noted that several years ago this type of problem occurred but students were allowed to stay and new students bussed to another school


Dr. Harshman explained that the opening of 2 new schools and movement of 5 other schools to a single-track calendar has caused this very huge issue for parents and for kids.  Her only advice or hope for parents was to request intra-district agreement.  If there is space in the student’s current school those will be honored and students entering the last grade level at any school will be allowed to remain at that school (however, their siblings may not).  The window period for transfers has already closed and probably early next week decisions will be made on those.  She stated she believed there would be more requests than seats available so a lottery would be held for each school affected.


Mr. Hawthorn agreed that it seems arbitrary but many factors are considered i.e., numbers of kids in schools, ethnic balance, etc.  He also stated that there is a committee composed of parents which reviews and makes recommendations.


Mr. Marco Parteja, parent, spoke on behalf of Mango Elementary School parents.  He also expressed concern regarding the reputation that some of the schools have.  He asked what parents can do.


Dr. Harshman referred him to the intra-district transfer procedure.  She noted, however, that all of the schools are impacted and this is a growing district so she didn’t want to raise anyone’s hopes


Ms. Tami Bence, parent, pointed out that this is changing one of the child’s environments which is very important.  She also noted that her child’s current school has uniforms and the new school doesn’t.  She suggested that the new kids should go to the new school.


Mr. McClure pointed out financial difficulties involved and noted that even if these boundaries were returned to their original status then someone else would be unhappy.
Visitors’ Comments, continued


Mr. Poindexter stated that due to the lateness of the hour, he would defer his comments if the Board would postpone action on the resolution regarding AB 2160. He explained that his comments would be lengthy because this resolution really doesn’t address teachers in this district.


The Board indicated they could do that.
Bargaining Unit Representatives’ Comments


Mr. Poindexter did thank the Board for ratifying the contract with the Fontana Teachers Association.


Mr. Micciche referred to the charter school petition and suggested that there needs to be a process in place which will allow a more efficient review in the future.  He also thanked the Board for ratifying the contract with United Steelworkers of America.  He noted there were a lot of cuts in positions, however, in the last month and a half some changes have occurred funding wise with different programs causing vacancies to become available which have allowed people to not be as negatively affected.  He did, however, refer to a recommendation on the agenda to adopt a resolution to abolish some positions including a maintenance glazier position based on need for amount of work orders completed.   He indicated that person had been allowed to volunteer in a position at a higher range and another person was allowed to work in his position which was paid out-of-class but it stopped in January.  He felt that the need for the person in the position was not adequately shared with the union and he now believes there is a need for that position.  He requested that the position be deleted from the recommendation.

Mr. Tom Rabone, San Bernardino County Board of Education Member, provided pamphlets and information regarding programs at the County Schools Office. He explained that the County Superintendent is an elected official and listed his responsibilities as well as those of the Board of Education.
