  Steps to TPP:

1. TPP staff members partner with district 

     teachers/ personnel. 

2. Student, parent, teacher, district staff or counselors refer high school students to the program.
3. Student enrolls in a TPP class or participates in a pull-out program. 

4. Student meets TPP staff to complete DOR application packet.
5. TPP staff obtain copies of current IEP and psychological report. 
6. TPP staff makes appointment for DOR intake.
7. DOR determines if student qualifies.

8. If student qualifies, they become a client of 
    DOR and begin specialized pre-employment                            

    skills training, career assessment & 

    research, possible job tours, job shadows,    

     guest speakers lectures, do research and  
    labor market analysis/informal interview

     and choose a career.             

9. Team writes a Transition Career Plan,   

    while in high school, based on career goal. 

10. DOR writes an IPE (Individualized Plan 
      for Employment) based on career goal. 

11. TPP/DOR supports client once they have                  
      graduated and assists them with reaching

      their career goal.                                         
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
