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The President opened the Public Comments session and called
for comments from visitors.

Ms. Khris Hughes, Crisis Chair for the FTA and a teacher at
Citrus High School, spoke of encountering three types of students,
auditory, visual and kinesthetic, and of how all effective teachers
developed lessons for each modality. With the assistance of other
teachers representing surrounding districts and lining up according to
rank of highest salary to lowest for both starting and median, she
explained that Fontana ranked at the low end. Ms. Hughes then
explained that when comparing maximum earnings teachers could
make after factoring in longevity and additional units that Fontana
ranked second, however it would take 46 years to reach that ranking,
which was why a good compensation package was needed and that the
students and teachers deserved that.

Mr. Tony Orlich, community member, spoke of the campaign
finance bill and candidates that accepted funding from private
companies.

Mr. Brian Cayton, 2001 Fontana High School graduate, spoke of
his past experience in History Day events and his concern that the event
might be discontinued in Fontana.

Mrs. Cali Binks clarified that the district was not going to cancel
its involvement in History Day but that there had been a change in the
County format and the district would send site winners which would
increase the number of entries that could be sent to the competition.

Mr. Cayton expressed his desire that students continue to
participate in the competition at the county level and beyond and win.

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Mrs. Young commented it had been obvious that most of the
Board had enjoyed the presentation by Mrs. Hughes and the other
teachers, and while the information had been presented in a good-
natured way, it was hoped that actions would speak more loudly than
words. She referred to a chart that had been provided to the Board
showing steps and columns used when fact-finding and encouraged
them to do the math and see where the current proposal ranked. Mrs.
Young then referred to the district’'s goal #3 and asked the Board when
their actions were going to match the words that had been drafted and
posted in the district goals.

Dr. Piazza noted that the 4" paragraph of Administrative
