Mrs. Rennate VanVleet spoke in opposition to the district’s plan
to build a middle school in an area already overcrowded with schools,
and requested to speak with the Board to discuss the plan and learn all
of the information.

Mr. Dwight VanVleet commented that he had lived at his Poplar
address for over 50 years and on his experience regarding the district's
plan to build Middle School #8 and its offer to compensate him fairly for
his home, which he did not want to sell.

Ms. Martha Carranza, District English Language Advisory
Committee (DELAC) Secretary, asked other DELAC members present
in the audience to stand, then introduced the Vice President.

Ms. Wanda Pimentel, DELAC Vice President, spoke of the
committee’s desire to collaborate with the Board to support the English
Language Leamers in the district and the importance of school sites to
support the DELAC meetings. She expressed a desire to know how the
district monitored the establishment of DELACs at the school sites, then
introduced the President.

Ms. Edith Saucedo, DELAC President, reiterated Ms. Pimentel’'s
comments to the audience in Spanish.

The Superintendent noted that having the three officers from the
DELAC speak was the quickest way to have the parents bring their
concerns to the Board, and that he would begin to address those
concemns at the next day's Parent Advisory Committee meeting, get the
word out to principals, then would report back to the Board.

Mr. Tony Orlich spoke on charter schools and the popular
assumption that they were better than public schools, particularly in
inner cities, and the various reasons for that notion, but that the
opposite was true. He then spoke against school vouchers and
provided information on various websites for those wishing to explore
them.

Ms. Bonnie Edwards of the Fontana Santas introduced several
helpers who had been instrumental in their successful Christmas toy
drive and expressed her appreciation to the entire district and to the A.
B. Miller Peerleaders.

Ms. Chavez commented on the resolution contained in the
agenda and on the calls she had received from employees who had
voluntarily worked additional time without compensation and that they
would be encouraged not to do that anymore. She then commented on
English Language Learner students that had been in Level 2 for 6
years, and expressed her hope that the DELAC committee could help
come up with solutions to that and other problems.
